The Short Term Program

How it works
- Orientation: 20 June and
exams end 23 July

- Study alongside local students

- Each unit of study is worth 6
USYD credit points (equivalent
to 7.5 ECTS, 4 US credits)*

Units of study

Our Short-Term Program offers
the largest unit of study selection
in Australia to Study Abroad and
Exchange students. Each unit

is taught in an intensive format,
while maintaining credit values.
Many units of study are taught
alongside local students and
provide hands-on experiential
learning in an Australian context.
Students can select up to two
units of study.

Most units of study have no
pre-requisites and are great for
general elective credits back
home. We also have some more
specialised, core units of study,

designed for Business and Liberal-

Arts majors.

In 2026, some of our most popular
unit of study options include:

- GCST1602 Sex, Gender,
Culture: This unit examines
how gender organises lives,
bodies, sexualities and desires.
Students will be introduced
to foundational concepts in

the study of gender and will
critically engage with questions
of identity, sexuality, family,
the body, cultural practices
and gender norms in light of
contemporary gender theories.

GCST2612 Youth and Youth
Culture: This unit examines
academic, public and popular
ideas about youth and
practices of youth culture. It
will introduce students to some
of the current parameters

for studying the experience

of youth and youth cultural
forms and practices. We will
pay particular attention to the
ways young lives are gendered
and the role gender plays in the
institutions and other contexts
in which young people live.
Other points of focus include
changing conceptions of
youth, relationships between
policy and youth, images of
youth and youth culture, and
discourses on (im)maturity,
training, and identity.

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Short Term Study Abroad

- HSTY1003: Birth of the

Present: The World Since
1750: Enlightenment and
oppression, colonisation and
decolonisation, the making and
unmaking of nation states and
the forging and unravelling of
global relationships: the history
of the modern world is a
history of contradiction, crisis,
despair and optimism. Linking
social, cultural, political,
environmental and economic
histories in Asia, Europe, the
Americas and Australia, this
unit poses the question: what,
in these different places,

did it mean to be modern?

- WORK3205 Organisational
Communication: Drawing
on communication research
models, theories and case
studies, this unit provides
students with insight into how
to manage the complexities of
contemporary organisational
communication. The unit
focuses primarily on internal
organisational communication
and examines communication
processes at various levels:
interpersonal (dyadic),
group and organisation.

- HSBH3021 Environmental
Stress and Physiological
Strain: Focuses on how
the human body responds

s

to extreme environmental
stressors (i.e. high altitude,
hyperbaria, extreme heat,
extreme cold), and how

these conditions alter

human capacity to perform
physical and mental tasks.
Special attention is given to
decrements to human health
in the form of injury (e.g.
frostibite, heat exhaustion) and
iliness (e.g. pulmonary/cerebral
oedema, actue mountain
sickness), and how this can be
used to develop therapeutic,
pharmacological, and
technological interventions to
improve human functioning

in extreme environments.

EDUH4058 Sport and Learning
in Australian Culture: This
unit provides students with a
socially critical perspective

on the place, meaning

and practice of sportin
Australian culture. Focused

on the range of learning that
takes place through youth'’s
engagement in sport, it
examines the practice of sport
at levels ranging from elite

roots, community-based and
school sport. Students in this
unit participate in excursions
to local rugby, Australian
rules football (AFL), beach
sports events, and more!

EDUF3034 Australian Theatre,
Film and Learning: This unit
explores Australian identity
through film, theatre, television,
and digital media. Focusing

on young Australian creatives,

it examines diverse genres
and formats within historical
and sociological contexts.
Students engage in critical
analysis by deconstructing and
creating digital content using
smartphone video tools. The
unit includes guest lectures
from industry experts, field
trips to live performances,
and a focus on Indigenous,
multicultural, and female
perspectives. A levy applies
to cover additional costs.
